WITHIN OUR REACH: JOY 
 

Dear Friends, 

 

Friedrich Nietzsche, in Thus Spoke Zarathus-

tra, infamously taunted Christians about the 

lack of joy on their faces and in their lives. 

“They would have to sing better songs for me 

to believe in their Saviour: his disciples 

would have to look more redeemed!”  

Nietzsche had a point. Christians can often 

appear joyless, not 

joyful. We can liter-

ally become 

‘killjoys’, murdering 

the spirit of light-

heartedness that sig-

nifies closeness to 

God. 

There can be a con-

stant ‘moralism’ in 

some of our Catholic 

rhetoric that does 

nothing but bemoan 

the evils all around 

us. It is counter-productive and we end up 

talking to ourselves. By contrast, Jesus at-

tracted people to him with joy – he did not 

preach ‘at’ his fellow Galileans. 

If we are without joy, we exude displeasure 

and are prone to pick fights. Others perceive 

a hostile streak in us. We can insult people. 

We lack patience. What flows from our 

mouths are not blessings but barbs of bitter-

ness. 

When we are joyless we find it nearly impos-

sible to bestow kind words on others. We 

lack gratitude. We also lack human warmth 

and seem to be angry at ourselves and the 

world. The profile of such joylessness is clear 

and distasteful: bitter, impatient, pugnacious, 

hostile, cold and aloof – all ‘killjoy’ qualities.  

By contrast, as Pope Francis constantly re-

minds us, Christian joy is buoyant and warm, 

light-hearted, gracious and life-giving. 

Fra Giovanni Giocondo (c1435-1515) 

thought so too. Fra Giovanni was a Renais-

sance pioneer, accomplished as an architect, 

engineer, archaeologist, classical scholar, and 

Franciscan friar. In his reassuring letter to 

Countess Allagia Aldobrandeschi on Christ-

mas Eve 1513, he provides us with a message 

of consolation: 

"I salute you. I am your friend, and my love 

for you goes deep. There is nothing I can give 

you which you have not. But there is much, 

very much, that, while I cannot give it, you 

can take. No heaven can come to us unless 

our hearts find rest in it today. Take heaven!  

No peace lies in the future which is not hid-

den in this present little instant. Take peace!  

The gloom of the world is but a shadow. Be-

hind it, yet within our 

reach, is joy. There is 

radiance and glory in 

darkness, could we but 

see. 

And to see, we have only 

to look. I beseech you to 

look!" 

We have so much to be 

thankful for because of 

the gift of life and the 

even greater gift of Je-

sus. May we all discover 

the joy of being follow-

ers of the Word made flesh this Advent and 

Christmas season of 2013.

you came forth from the mouth of the Most High (Sir 24: 
30), and reaching from beginning to end, you ordered all 
things mightily and sweetly (Wis 8: 1). Come, and teach us 
the way of prudence (Isa 40: 14). 
O Adonai (December 18) Symbol is Fire 
O Adonai or O Lord and Ruler (Exod 6: 13) and Ruler 

of the house of Israel (Matt 2: 6), you appeared to 
Moses in the fire of the burning bush (Exod 3: 2), and 
on Mount Sinai gave him your Law (Exod 20). Come, 
and with outstretched arm redeem us (Jer 32: 21). 
 
O Radix Jesse (December 19) Symbol is an 
Australian flower 
O Root of Jesse, you stand for the ensign of all 
mankind (Isa 11: 10); before you kings shall keep 
silence and to you all nations shall have recourse (Isa 
52: 15).  
Come, save us, and do not delay (Hab 2: 3). 
 
O Clavis David December 20) Symbol is a Key 
O Key of David (Apoc 3: 7)  
Sceptre of the house of Israel, you open and no man 
closes; you close and no man opens (Isa 22: 22). 
Come, and deliver him from the chains of prison who 
sits in darkness and in the shadow of death (Ps 107: 
10). 
 
O Oriens (December 21) Symbol is a sunrise 
O Rising Dawn (Zac 6:12), Radiance of the Light 
eternal (Hab 3: 4) and Sun of Justice (Mal 3:20); 
Come, enlighten those who sit in darkness & the 
shadow of death (Ps 107:10; Lk 1:78). 
 
O Rex Gentium (December 22) Symbol is a crown 
O King of the Gentiles (Hag 2: 8),  
Desired of all, you are the cornerstone that binds two 
into one (Eph 2: 20). Come, and save poor man whom 
you fashion out of clay (Gen 2: 7). 
 
O Emmanuel (Dec 23) Symbol is a Nativity Scene 
O Emmanuel (Isa 7: 14; 8: 8),  
our King and Lawgiver (Gen 49:10; cf. Ezek 21: 32), 
the Expected of the nations and their Saviour (Isa 33: 
22): Come, and save us, O Lord our God. 

And our final symbol is a Lighted Candle representing Christ 
the Light of the World
