The Way, The Truth and the 

   The Life………... 
 

For many people ‘going home’, means a 

return to comfort and security. 

In the best homes children are unafraid, 

they know that their home is a buffer 

against some harsh realities beyond the 

door. As adults we carry that desire for 

security into all the various homes in 

which we live. 

 

When we reflect on our child-

hood homes many of us can say 

of it what Jesus says of himself. 

It was the first place almost all 

of us learnt about ‘The Way’. 

The earliest Christians were 

called people of The Way. It's a 

rich image denoting that Christi-

anity is not an idea, it's a way of 

living, a path to follow. 

 

For better or worse one of the 

distinctive features of most of 

our homes is that it's also where 

we are told ‘The Truth’. Some-

times that deflates our egos or 

means we hear things we would rather not 

listen to. But hopefully the comfort and 

love which accompanies this truth telling 

comes from the ease and care in the rela-

tionships at home. Our family doesn’t pull 

any punches with the truth because they 

know us too well and love us too much. 

 

Most adults also remember their child-

hood houses as lively. ‘The Life’ in our 

homes was about the buzz of children go-

ing to and from school, various friends 

calling in, the reign of organised chaos 

where space was claimed and a position 

defended. Minor dramas were never far 

away and life was lived to the full. 

It's not by accident that the image of Jesus 

preparing us a house and being the Way, 

the Truth and the Life are put together in 

today's Gospel. In another part of John's 

gospel Jesus goes further in describing 

himself as our master builder, as our home 

and even our lodger. We are told to make 

a home in him as he makes a home in us. 

What a terrific image of the intimacy 

Christ wants to share with us, and we with 

him! 

 

The best homes, however, do not just pro-

tect and keep their occupants safe for eter-

nity. A home is a means to an end, which 

is to give us the stability and 

sanity we need to keep going 

out to the world beyond it. In 

the same way, our home of faith 

with Jesus enables us to keep 

going out to a sometimes hostile 

world and share with others the 

Way, the Truth and the Life that 

sustains us. In a world where 

70% of all people have sub-

standard housing and millions 

of displaced people have to cre-

ate homes wherever they are, 

we have our work cut out for us. 

 

The Way we follow is about justice, de-

velopment and peace for all people every-

where and not just the select few who can 

build the biggest mansions on earth. We 

are invited to keep speaking the Truth 

even if that makes us unpopular or differ-

ent or at odds with the majority. And we 

have to keep living the Life which sees 

that our greatest joy comes from human 

dignity being celebrated everywhere. 

 

If all Christians lived out this Way, Truth 

and Life we would, by His grace, fulfil 

Jesus’ extraordinary prophecy that we 

could do greater works than He did. Now 

that’s a challenge to take with us into the 

coming week!

It’s Not All About Me –  

  Beyond Narcissism  
 
Dear Friends, 

“We live in a culture which is obsessed with ‘image’. 

From every angle we are told to ‘look good’ and to shun 

and hide any acknowledgement of our flaws. ’Self-

actualisation’ and appearing to have it all ‘together’ is the 

supposed ideal. 

What is more, our mass media positively delights in 

humiliating people when it discovers their weaknesses. As 

it relentlessly ‘deconstructs’ public person after public 

person to supposedly reveal the ‘truth’ – our society 

becomes every day more of a ‘jungle’ – where ‘survival 

of the fittest’ is the main game to play if you want to get 

ahead. The virtue of mercy is increasingly despised as 

weakness or ‘cover-up’. 

 

There is a clinical category for all of this behaviour being 

promoted ‘en masse – the dis-ease of narcissism! 

As a theologian once amusingly pointed out – all the 

people in hell have great ‘self-images’! Only people who 

freely with full knowledge consented to totally contradict 

their nature and their relationship with God are in hell. 

Only people who want to be there are there. There are no 

psychotics there, no immature, unintelligent, or any in any 

way incapacitated. They are all ‘champions’, ‘gold medal 

winners’ in self-image! 

A nearly illiterate Carmelite Saint, an Arab Christian who 

died in Bethlehem, Marie of Jesus Crucified, said it very 

well: “There is room in heaven for every vice except 

pride. There is room in hell for every virtue except 

humility.” 

I think that is why so many of us instead are responding to 

the humble and merciful leadership style of our Pope 

Francis. What an antidote he is to the culture of 

narcissism! 

 

Someone I know told a story recently about Francis. They 

had the opportunity of living in the same house – i.e. 

Santa Marthae – as the Pope (with 120 others!). Pope 

Francis would come in everyday for meals in the cafeteria 

and when he didn’t have special guests, would simply 

come to an empty spot at a table and say, “Is this seat 

open?” He would then sit down, take off his sash and his 

skull cap, tuck his napkin in and get to work... 

For Pope Francis the church is not a small chapel filled 

only with pure people but a church that is a big tent, a 

church of sinners, a church open to all who seek it. It is a 

community of mercy. 

There are no mirrors in heaven – hell is full of them.
