2nd April Sunday  (evening) 

JESUSéWHO IS HE REALLY? 

Jesus is the center of any faith renewal. In 

this session we consider the world of Jesus: 

the people, their culture and religion. 

 

3rd April, Monday  (morning & evening) 

JESUS, LAW & CONSCIENCE 

In this session will examine the purpose of 

ordinary law and Church laws. We will 

look at the Jewish attitude to law and Je-

susô response to this. 

 

4th April, Tuesday (morning & evening) 

SPIRITUALITY AND FAITH 

GROWTH 

We will look at how faith grows and 

changes, and what gifts we can develop in 

our own lives. 

 

5th April, Wednesday (morning & evening) 

JESUS AND CHURCH 

Exploring the history of our church to help 

us consider future directions including the 

increasing role of the laity and the chang-

ing shape of the Australian church. 

 

6th April, Thursday (morning & evening) 

JESUS, AND FORGIVENESS 

Forgiveness is the key to the gospel mes-

sage. We will look briefly at how the 

Church has dealt with forgiveness through-

out its history and the meaning & place for 

the Sacrament of Reconciliation today. 

 

 

 

God of Mercy & Compassion 
 

As a metaphor, death can stand for many 

things. The prophet Ezekiel witnessed the 

death of the nation. The gospel reports the 

death of Lazarus. Although Paul refers to 

the mortal character of our physical bodies, 

he is more concerned with spiritual life and 

death. Death attacks each one of us in all 

three of these ways. We are all mortal and 

subject to physical death; we are all sinners 

and must deal with the implications of spir-

itual death; we are all subject to the conse-

quences of social sins such as terrorism, 

violence, group hatred, greed and ecologi-

cal exploitation. The question before us is 

whether or not we are going to allow death 

to reign in our lives and in our communi-

ties. 

 

All three readings for this Sunday, as well 

as the psalm response, point out our inabil-

ity to raise ourselves out of the deaths that 

afflict us. In the passage from Ezekiel, it is 

God who promises to open the graves of 

the people; the people are helpless to do 

anything. The psalmist cries to God from 

out of the depths of pain and helplessness. 

Acknowledging human propensity to sin, 

Paul credits the Spirit of God with trans-

forming death into life. Finally, it is Jesus 

who calls Lazarus out of the grave and re-

turns him to his life. We can see that God 

does not leave us to languish in our various 

deaths. Instead, God offers us new life out 

of the tombs. All of this is accomplished 

through the mercy and compassion of God.

He is now Director of the 

People's Community Network, supported by 

Caritas Australia, which empowers thousands 

of landless Fijians living in informal settle-

ments.

Semiti says, ñThrough the voice of the poor we can become one, 

and itôs very powerful.ò 

Semiti grew up in an informal, or ósquatterô, settlement in Fiji. 

More than a quarter of Fijiôs people live in these settlements, 

with little hope of finding permanent housing and land. Their 

situation is particularly vulnerable ï many live in unstable shel-

ters, and there is a constant threat of extreme climate events. 

Children have few opportunities for education, and unemploy-

ment levels are high. There is little access to public services such 

as roads, water supply, electricity and garbage collection. 

Now Semiti is working together with other residents of informal 

settlements to make positive changes. He is the Director of the 

Peopleôs Community Network (PCN), which Caritas Australia 

supports. PCN helps empower landless people in Fiji, enabling 

them to address the issues that affect their lives. 

The network helps people in each settlement to advocate together 

to improve their living conditions. They work in committees on 

issues relating to health and hygiene; care of the elderly and of 

women who need empowerment; education needs; and unem-

ployment. 

 

Semiti and other informal settlement residents tell how PCN 

helps them work together as neighbours, in solidarity. Through 

their participation in housing, savings and education programs, 

they have formed common bonds, and have grown in resilience 

and in dignity. 

 
One thing that my past taught me is to give back to the community 

what I have learned. I always tell them: I was once in your shoes." -
