  The Eucharist  
 

This feast harkens back to the celebration 

of Holy Thursday. By way of the metaphors 

of food and drink, its readings provide us 

with a look at the mystery of divine pres-

ence. They first provide a picture of a God 

who feeds us. In the past God set a table in 

freedom, and then provided food that ena-

bled our ancestors to survive. God fed those 

who were needy, not those who were wor-

thy. Jesus offered sustenance to the crowds 

that gathered around him. It was not manna 

from heaven that he offered but his own 

flesh and blood as food and drink. This 

food and drink are the pledge of eternal life. 

 

Those who eat this bread and drink this cup 

are caught up in a profound unity with God, 

a unity not envisioned in the wilderness ex-

perience. There is a new overlay of signifi-

cance. Jesus’ claim to give his flesh and 

blood was a bold one, Paul’s seems even 

bolder. He states that partaking of the bread 

and the cup not only joins us with Christ, 

but actually makes us participants in the 

body and blood of Christ. Humanity and 

divinity are joined as one. The Eucharist is 

a sign of unity in another way. Joined to the 

body and blood of Christ, we are joined to 

each other. We are one body and that body 

is Christ. The Eucharist is truly a celebra-

tion of thanksgiving: thanksgiving for our 

transformation and thanksgiving for our 

unity.

LAUDATO SI: 
This weekend marks the second anniversary of Pope Francis’ 

encyclical on ecology, Laudato Si’: On Care for our Common 

Home, the Global Catholic Climate Movement (GCCM) is 

launching a campaign on June 18th to keep the momentum of 

education going.  

Laudato Si Pledge: 

The Laudato Si Pledge, text listed below, is meant as a way for 

individuals, families, and parishes to commit to the transition to 

renewable energy in their homes, parishes, and greater 

communities. The Catholic Church, together with the wider 

faith community, needs to stress even more the moral and 

spiritual dimensions of the climate crisis, which need to be 

addressed if the human family is to achieve any significant 

progress in this issue. 

In Laudato Si, Pope Francis made a forceful call to action to 

both the Church and all people of good will, imploring us to 

urgently change course in order to avoid ecological disaster. He 

urged us to embrace “the radical change which present 

circumstances require” (LS, 161) and argued that “the effects of 

the present imbalance can only be reduced by our decisive 

action, here and now” (LS, 171).
